Introduction:

 The Prayer Books (the term is used here for convenience, it includes booklets, pamphlets and two single sheets) of the Liberal Movement have not been systematically collected nor have I found any listing of them.   Specimens have been found in the Archives of the ULPS and LJS and the Rabbinic and LJS Libraries, from which this list has been compiled.  

  Until recently, there was no consistent format or style. The first were prepared by the JRU (A1 &2), but as soon as the first congregation, the LJS, was founded in1911, Rabbi Israel Mattuck became the leader in liturgy creation and the next books were initially created under the LJS imprint (B2) and then with simple amendment of the title page by the JRU (A3-5); the LJS produced other smaller publications (B3-16) until in 1947 the ULPS resumed publication, creating a wide variety of them.

Mattuck in the preface to his Liberal Jewish Prayer Book [B2}. From his Book, .... Dr. Mattuck has generously allowed me to draw the bulk of my material." [the services are for evening & afternoon, not morning ; a few more traditional prayers and a few references to Zion are included], brown cover. 64 pages, 5690,  December 1929.
E) Prayer Book of the St George’s Settlement Synagogue (Dedicated 1930) Preface by Sir Basil Henriques [Services for Sabbath; mainly traditional; he refers to several sources of translations incl. from the LJS Prayer Books; also included are Special Prayers, for Faith & Strength etc], black cloth boards, 106pp, 1929. 

    [The LJS has a copy, bound between boards, of the Special Prayers and Anthems only, 16 pp  paginated in ink stamp of prayers, then 6 pp  (unpaginated ) of 4 Anthems.]
